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Impact Report




The 2024-25 financial year provided great challenges as a
rescue, financial pressures and demand for services growing
meant in addition to rescue we focused on ways we can support
proactive rescue - stopping animals from needing re-homing at
the source, rather than just rescuing animals that have already
found their way into the pound system.

Challenges to animal welfare saw euthanasia of animals in
pounds & shelters in 2024-25 increase compared to the
previous year.*

Donations declined compared to previous years and more
requests for animal welfare services.

We remain a 100% volunteer run organisation and we are so

lucky to have the most dedicated and hardworking volunteers to
support our cause. | am grateful for them every day.

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Pet Pantry Program

In May 2024 we were gifted the use of a retail
store for two months to fundraise and expand our
free pet pantry program. This helped us advertise

the program and expand our reach as we got it off
the ground.

Our Pet Pantry Program provides free meals to
people in need, so they don’t have to choose
between feeding themselves or their pet.

We had a goal to distribute 15,000 free pet pantry
meals this year and ended up distributing 43,720
free meals and counting!

We also launched our collaboration with
Mambourin - a disability service hub - whose
members sign up for volunteering days to bag up
pet pantry meals and deliver to nearby food-banks.
We couldn’t have achieved such a great outcome
without their support.




Free Parasite Control

Our free parasite control is the only service of it’s
kind that is accessible and an animal welfare
service delivered to someone's door.

People in need can apply online and are posted
parasite control for their animal, prevention is
better than treatment and parasites can cause
severe illness and disease in animals.

We had a goal to distribute 250+ parasite control
treatments and we have distributed 378.

We also collaborated with Pets in the Park to
provide members free parasite control at their free
veterinary check ups in addition to other animal
supplies & food.
